RULES

A. All entries must be made entirely by the entrant. If
someone besides the entrant worked on the quilt
(piecing, quilting, binding, etc) it must then be entered in
class 6, 13 or 14.

B. Entries must have been completed within the past year
and never been entered in previous county or state
fairs.

C. A quilt must be three layers. Two of fabric separated by
a layer of batting and held together by stitches.
Exceptions made for classes 1, 7, 8 & 9 (tied quilts).

D. Novice Quilts: If an entrant has never been awarded a
ribbon in the Quilt at this fair, they qualify or this class.
Quilts may be tied.

E. Ifa4” FINISHED sleeve is sewn across the top back,
the quilt will be displayed as space allows. Priority will
be given to quilts awarded ribbons.

F. Due to space limitations, some quilts may not be seen in
their entirety and some quilts may not be hung.

NOTE: Cash award checks WILL NOT be mailed,

checks not picked up with entries must be picked up at

the fair office during regular fair office hours.

CLASS
Quilt Made for a Child: All forms of piecing & quilting.
Machine Pieced — Hand Quilted.
Machine Pieced — Machine Quilted.
Hand Pieced, Hand Quilted.
Appliquéd: All methods.
Wall Hanging: Smaller than 45” x 60”
Group Quilt: 2 or more people. Block exchanges, Round
Roblns Birthday Blocks, Signature Quilts, etc. Not
professionally quilted.
8. Other technique Quilt: Crazy quilts, Yo-Yo quilts,
Cathedral Windows, Whole Cloth, Hand Pieced, Tied Quilt,
etc.
9. Novice 1: Smaller than 45” x 60”. All forms of piecing &
quilting.
10. Novice 2: Larger than 45” x 60”. All forms of piecing &
quilting.
11. Art Quilt: Original Design.
12. Miniatures: Pieces must be smaller in scale to represent
a larger quilt. Quilts must be smaller than 18” squares.
13. Other Quilted Item: Wearable Jacket or Vest, Hand
Bags, Table Toppers, Tree Skirts, etc.
14. Professionally Qunted Appliquéd — 2 ribbons will be
awarded for 1% — 3™ places. One for piecer & one for quilter.
Ribbons may not be for the same quilt. For example: A quilt
may get a ribbon for piecing & not for quilting.
15. Professionally Quilted: Pieced (see note on class 13)
16. Non-Competitive: No ribbons awarded. However,
comments will be given by judge.
